Power supply

DC operation
» The appliance is for household use only.

» Before the first connection of the unit,
check that the voltage indicated on the rating
label corresponds to the mains voltage at
your location.

* Plug the supplied AC/DC power adaptor
into the DC adaptor input (DC IN) on the
back of the unit. Connect the power cord to
the AC household main outlet. The device
will turn on automatically.

* Always remember to disconnect the
power cord from the main supply before
disconnecting it from the unit.

Battery backup

» The battery backup feature is not
necessary to operate your digital alarm clock.

It is optional to have the battery backup is
case of a power outrage. In case of power
failure, the battery backup will automatically
continue to maintain time. However, even
with batteries in, if the unit is not connected
to the power supply, the display will not show
the time and the alarm will not work.

* The clock may lose or gain a few minutes

per hour. This may require resetting the time
for precise timekeeping.

USB charging output

» The USB output on the back of the unit
can be used for charging of external devices.
For that, connect the external device to the
USB output at the back panel using a USB
cable (not included).

IMPORTANT: Extended storage can cause
batteries to leak and damage the unit. Leaky
batteries should be discarded immediately.
Skin burns or other personal injury can result.
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Always dispose of batteries according to
federal, state, and local regulations.

Time setting

» Turn on the unit. The time on the display
will be flashing, meaning, that you already
can set time. Also you can set the time later
by pressing and holding the @/® button
(radio should be off).

+ Press E9)-/YAC repeatedly to set hours.
Press E9+/MMH to set minutes. Press and
hold these button to speed up the setting.

+ Press B/® to confirm settings or wait for
10 seconds, and the settings will be saved
automatically.

» To switch between 12/24 hour formats
press the &/ & ® /12/24button (radio should
be off). During the 12-hour format, the PM
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Instruction manual

indicator lights up in the afternoon and lights
down at midnight.

Alarm setting

Alarm time setting

* On the unit you can set one of alarms
or two alarms at the same time. @1/ <+
button stands for first alarm, and ®2/<- -
for the second. The settings for both alarms
are identical.

+ Press and hold @1/<+ or @2 /<- button
to start setting. The time will start flashing.
Press E9)-/UYAC repeatedly to set hours.
Press E9+/MWH to set minutes. Press and
hold these button to speed up the setting.
+ Press @1/<%+ or W2/<%- to confirm
the settings, or don’t do anything, and
the settings will be saved in 10 seconds
automatically.
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By default, first alarm’s time is 6:00, and
second alarm’s time is 7:00.

Alarm activation/deactivation

« The alarm clock is controlled by
pressing the @1/ <+ or @2 /<~ button:

Press once to see the alarm time.

Press twice to activate the alarm using beep
as alarm sound (you will see «bb» on the
display).

Press three times to activate the alarm
using radio as alarm sound (you will see
«rd» on the display).

Press four times to deactivate the alarm
(you will see «OFF» on the display).

+ To confirm, select the desired option and
do not press any key within 3 seconds. The
setting will be saved, you will return to the
clock display mode. When the alarm is on,
the @1 or/and @2 indicator will light up on
the display.

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Alarm operation

* When the alarm goes off, press O button
or corresponding alarm button (21/<+ or
@2 /<-), to turn it off.

* Press the SNOOZE/DIMMER while the
alarm is ringing to snooze. The C light on
the display will start flashing.

» The alarm will sound again in 9 minutes.
Press O or @1/<+ or @2/<- to turn the
alarm off. If you press DIMMER/SNOOZE
button againg, the alarm will ring in 9
minutes.

« If you want to turn off the alarm during
snooze mode, press O or @1/+/ B2 /<%~
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« Press and hold the O button to turn on the
FM mode. You will see the frequency on the
display and the FM light indicator will be on.
To turn off the radio, press and hold the o
button again.

» To start automatical search for radio
stations, press and hold the /O /12/24
button. The unit will search and store up to 20
stations automatically. The frequency range
is from 87.5 MHz to 108 MHz.

» To search stations manually, repeatedly
press E9)-/ YAC (0.1 MHz back) or E9+/ MUH
(0.1 MHz forward).

* During manual setting you can store up
to 20 favorite stations. For that, tune the
frequency, and press and hold the B/® button.
The proposed position (from P01 to P20) will
be flashing. Select the position by pressing
E3-/YAC or E9+/MWH buttons. Press B/®
to confirm and save station.

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» To select and play the stored station,
repeatedly press B/ button.

+ To control volume in FM mode, press @1/ <+

or @2 /<- buttons repeatedly. Press and hold
these buttons to speed up setting.

Sleep function

+ Sleep function starts the timer to turn off the
radio automatically. To activate the function,
repeatedly press the &/ @0 /12/24 button
in FM mode and select one of suggested
working periods (120/90/60/45/30/15 minutes)
or select OFF to turn off the sleep function.
The setting will be saved automatically.

Display brightness

» To set the display brightness, repeatedly
press SNOOZE/DIMMER button and select
one of three brightness modes.

Maintenance and care

Switch off the unit, unplug from the power
supply. The outside of the appliance can be
cleaned with a slightly damp cloth.
